2. Select the desired report:

a. Average Referrals Per Day Per Month
b. Referrals by Behavior

c. Referrals by Location

d. Referrals by Student

e. Referrals by Subgroup

f. Referrals by Time

3. This screen allows you to “drill down” data or leave at default to run for entire school and current school year.
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4. Once “Generate Report” is clicked, a report screen will display that looks similar to the one below.  The example below shows the “Referrals by Time” report for a specific school.  The report shows the times and the number of referrals for the specific time.  The other reports (ex. Referrals by Behavior, Location, Student, Subgroup) will looks similar, but instead of showing the times across the bottom, it will display the appropriate labels based on the report that was generated.
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PBIS Incident Reports Filtering Instructions
1.  In SISWEB reports select PBIS Reports then PBIS Incident Report.
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2. Select desired site and filters. Note: To select multiple Behavior, Location, Time, Motivation, Others Involved hold control key to select multiple items from a field.
We will look at an example on how to view a report for African-Americans PBIS behavior in the classroom.  In our example we will select Florin Elementary School, select African-American for Primary Ethnicity, Graphing set to Behavior and select classroom in the Location and click “Generate Report”.

4. At the bottom of the first data table is the option to change “Graph Type”. This allows us to change how to graph the PBIS data.  We can graph by time, location, behavior, motivation, other involved or ethnicity.  

a. In our example by selecting Grade Level, our data is then graphed by Grade Level.  Resulting in a graph displaying PBIS Events by Grade Level.
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5. At the bottom of the report is a list of students who are represented in the graph.  The list of students can be sorted in different ways. It can be sorted by Student Name, Incident Date, GL, Ethnicity and Graph Type.
